1) President’s Welcome: 

Tracy Hemery welcomed everyone who had stayed on for the AGM following a very successful Cup Day at Ashcombe and Friends Provident. She was particularly pleased to see Hastings, Eastbourne, Llamedos and Sussex Uni teams in the Cup with the prospect of them entering next season’s league. Tracy thanked Richard Reynolds for his great help in running the Cup Day and manning the BBQ before the AGM.

2) Division Reports:

i) Ladies’ Division: Sam Elmer apologised for not being at the meeting but sent a written report. The division was looking rather depleted before the start of the season but fortunately Kings and Chichester Uni then entered teams. Sam reported that the division had operated well on the whole with only 2 matches not played. She thanked everyone who had kept her informed with particular thanks to Lucy Sullivan of Chichester Uni. Dolphin 1 pipped Worthing Devils to the title on sets difference with Marketa Speers (Dolphin 1) voted player of the season.

ii) Men’s Division 1: Rob Smith reported that unfortunately 4 matches had resulted in walkovers because a few teams had been short of players and the effects of the bad weather. Brighton Sharks beat Worthing Vipers to the title but Rob was missing some scoresheets from Adur so was unable to make the player of the season award yet.

iii) Men’s Division 2: Richard Quayle reported that the division had run quite well this season despite the period of bad winter weather. Worthing Sharks won the division losing just one match to Dolphin 2 who came second. Paulina Targosz (Adur) was player of the season.

3) Treasurer’s Report:

Freda Bussey apologised for not being at the meeting but sent a copy of the accounts. She reported that on 15 Apr 2010 there was a balance of £2767-41 in the SVA’s bank account. For the year 2009-2010 we had taken in more than we had spent but the hall hire and trophies for the Cup Day still had to be paid for.
4) League Entries:

This position was not filled on the night. Nigel Goldsmith, who was taking these minutes, said he would take on the job if no one came forward at the next meeting ... this probably sealed his fate!

6) Beach:

Richard Reynolds reported that last year’s  Monday evening sessions at Yellowave, Brighton had gone very well as had the tournament in May 2009. The Monday sessions would resume on May 10 and Richard reminded people to get their entries in for the tournament at the end of this May.
7) Juniors:

Although appreciating the difficulties involved Tracy urged the clubs to try to encourage more juniors into volleyball.
8) Rule Changes:

i) After the fixtures have been finalised teams are permitted to request 2 match date changes, subject to the agreement of the opposing team and the league manager.

ii) Teams must give at least 3 days notice if requesting a match date change because of shortage of players.

iii) Home teams must text or e-mail the league manager within 24 hours giving the match result and players of the match.

** These amendments need to be numbered and inserted/changed in the rules.**  
9) Cup Day:

Although this year’s Cup Day had been a success there were concerns that the ladies’ competition (apart from the final) had to be held at a separate venue (Friends Provident) to the men’s competition (Ashcombe). Because the Cup Day is the one day in the year that brings Sussex volleyball players together most at the meeting felt it would be preferable to hold next year’s at a single venue in Sussex even if it cost more.
10) A.O.B.

i) Alan Hands said Llamedos want to come back into the men’s division next season but wish to play all their matches away. Llamedos offered to pay the cost of hall hire and officials for what would have normally been their home matches. These arrangements would be made separately with the host clubs.

ii) Tracy suggested that the first LMT meeting should probably be held in June.
