1) Apologies:

2) Grant applications:

In response to requests from Freda Bussey the meeting agreed to:-

i) A grant of £200 to send 2 juniors, Megan and Sian Warren, to this year’s Cobham Camp.

ii) A grant of £200 to Ashcombe Durrington juniors to help with expenses. In addition the SVA would waive Durrington’s team entry and player registration fees for this season.
3) League entries: 
Entry forms have been received from all teams except Chichester Uni who have assured Tracy that they will be entering a ladies’ team. As yet not all teams have paid their entry fees.

Tracy reminded the meeting that Clubs need to renew their registration with Volleyball England by 31st July. Coach and referee registrations are also due then.
4) Draft fixtures:

Fixtures Secretary Andy Wareham said he was planning to start the league season in mid September but might need to start a week earlier to fit in all the Sunday matches. The league fixtures would finish just before Easter (Fri 22 Apr) with the SEVA Regional Cup scheduled for 8 & 9 May. It was decided to try to book The Triangle for the SVA Cup Day on Sun 15 May. 

*** Andy particularly asked that the Clubs should do their very best to give him their ‘Can’t Play’ dates by Fri 23 Jul so that he could prepare the Draft Schedule. It is very much harder to change dates afterwards. ***

The draft will be published within 2 weeks allowing another 2 weeks for Clubs to check and alter dates if necessary. The intention is for the Final Fixtures to be published by Aug 23.
*** Tracy to contact all Men’s 1st Div teams to confirm arrangements whereby Llamedos play all their matches away but are willing to pay for hall hire and referees for what would have been their home matches. ***

Jan Vtacik asked about the refereeing requirements for Hastings. Most of the other Clubs would endeavour to help out by taking along a referee. The meeting voted to sponsor someone from Hastings to undertake a referee’s course if one can be arranged.
